COURSE DESCRIPTION: Trigonometric functions and their applications, solutions of right and oblique
triangles, trigonometric identities and equations, inverse trigonometric functions, graphs of the
trigonometric functions, vectors, and polar coordinates

+ Demonstrate and apply knowledge of properties of functions.

+ Recognize and apply algebraic and transcendental functions and solve related equations.

+  Apply graphing techniques to algebraic and transcendental functions.

« Compute the values of trigonometric functions for key angles in all quadrants of the unit circle
measured in both degrees and radians.

+  Prove trigonometric identities.

« Solve right and oblique triangles.

* Apply the binomial theorem.

+ Determine equations of conic sections, and graph conics, including translation and identification of
vertices, foci and asymptotes.

+ Perform basic operations and solve applications using vector algebra.

+ Perform operations and graph equations using polar and parametric equations.

+  Prove statements using mathematical induction.

+ Use properties of arithmetic and geometric sequences and series to identify terms, find sums and
solve applications.

SEMESTER GRADE BREAKDOWN:

1 70% of nine-week average are exams. There will be at least 4 unit exams each grading period or at
least eight tests each semester. Partial credit can be awarded based on the amount of work shown.
1 30% of nine-week average are quizzes and homework. No Partial Credit. Weighted quizzes are at
4x. Homework must show all work to gain full credit. All homework is due on the next class period.
If you are absent, it is due on the day of your return. Weighted homework is 1x.

Failure to act promptly will result in a grade of “F”
for the course and will be on your official transcript. It is the student’s responsibility to turn in all
Drop/Withdrawal Forms and follow up to make sure that they were processed as desired.

During exams, the instructor expects silence. Put all belongings in front of the room, and cell phones and
electronic devices (such as watches) are to be turned off and stowed away in the backpack.

Students will only use the school’s calculator.
